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This panoramic image shows mature tree canopy with sense of enclosure on left, and loss of mature tree canopy and reduced sense of enclosure on right.Roadway narrowing reduces pedestrian crossing distance and makes pedestrians more visible

Mature tree canopy provides shade and a sense of enclosure, making 
Pennsylvania Park distinct from it’s downtown setting.
